If you have an OAS repayment for 2020, tax may be
withheld from your monthly OAS payments for 2021.

* Reduces the amount of income tax a person with a
disability and their supporting family members may
have to pay.

« Being eligible for this credit may open the door to
ofther programs.

The eligibility for the credit is based on the effects that
an impairment has on a person, not on the medical
condition itself.
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Eligibility

To be eligible you must meet the following three
criteria:

You must have a severe impairment in physical or

mental functions

* You must be markedly restricted at least 20% of the
time.
«  The impairment must be prolonged. This means it

must have lasted, or be expected to last, for a
contfinuous period of at least 12 months.

Note: Having a medical condition does not automatically mean that
you have a disability. Similarly, a disability does not necessarily mean
that you have a severe and prolonged impairment.

Some require a prescription,
certification or a 12201, Disability Tax Credit
Certificate.

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Transportation and fravel expenses

To claim transportation and travel expenses, all of the
following conditions must be met:

« Substantially equivalent medical services were not
available near your home.

* You took a reasonably direct travelling route.

* |t is reasonable, under the circumstances, for you to
have travelled to that place to get those medical
services.

If a medical practitioner certfifies in writing that you
were not able to tfravel alone to get medical services,
you can also claim the transportation and travel
expenses of an attendant.

What is a qualifying renovation?

A qualifying renovation is a renovation or
alteration that is of an enduring nature and is
integral to the eligible dwelling. The renovation
must:

- allow the qualifying individual to gain access 1o, or
to be mobile or functional within, the eligible
dwelling; or

* reduce the risk of harm to the qualitying individual
within the eligible dwelling or in gaining access to
the dwelling.
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What types of expenses are not eligible?

Some examples of non-eligible expenses:

* household appliance
» electronic home-entertainment device
* housekeeping
- gardening

* routine repairs
- efc.
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What if the expense also qualifies for the
medical expense tax credit?

It a qualitying expense is also eligible
for the medical expense tax credit
(METC) you can claim both the
HATC and the METC.
